From playing to praying together, have fun learning more about God! 
 

• If the weather permits, take some time to be outside together.  You can go for a walk or play in 
your backyard.  As you enjoy nature together, encourage your kids to look around and point out 
things that were miraculously made by God. You can share that nature allows us to wonder 
more about God and can help us see how big He is.  You can also sit outside at night 
underneath the stars and talk about how God made the entire universe.  Have your kids find 
pictures or patterns in the stars and wonder together about how God designed all of it so 
perfectly. 

 
• PRAY together as a family. Ask for any prayer requests from your kids.  Encourage them to pray 

out loud if they feel comfortable doing so. You can use this prayer as a guide if you’d like:  
Hey God! Thank you for being a powerful God who can do anything! Help us to always 
trust You and know that You can perform miracles in our lives! We love You! Amen!
