ASK your Elementary Schooler:

What did God ask Noah to build? (An ark)

What do we learn about God’s character from this story? (God keeps His promises.)

ASK your Preschooler:

e Who did Nicodemus go to see? (Jesus)

« Did Jesus tell Nicodemus he had to be born again or covered in sand? (He had to be born
again)

« Did God make a way for you and me to be a part of his family? (Yes!) Yes! God loves you
so much that He sent Jesus to make a way for you to be part of God’s family!

o Take some time to pray together as a family. Pray that each person would recognize that
your family is a gift from God.
