Share what
stands out, and compare your observations to your sermon notes, as well as Bible
footnotes that provide historical context of the passage.

How is this type of submission contrary to our current culture?
Where do you personally find it difficult to submit in the ways mentioned in these verses?
If you were to live out submission as outlined here, how would it impact the people around
you? Share specific examples that come to mind.

What actions are we called to in this passage? Make a list together as a group.
Of all the actions listed, which one do you sense God calling you to work on most?

Take a few minutes for quiet reflection, letting group members pray and listen to what God
is asking them to do as a result of what you’ve discussed. Then share with each other what
you’ll do and when you’ll do it.
Pray together as a group, lifting up each of the areas of submission you just discussed. Ask
God to help you seek to honor Him first and foremost as you obey His Word this week.
