ASK your Elementary Schooler:

« READ Exodus 31:16-17 out loud. How was this verse similar to the first verse we read?
(God tells his people to rest, just like He rested after working for 6 days!) Do you think
there are other verses in the Bible that are similar? (Yes! There are many verses in the
Bible that are similar to other verse. God often repeats things that He thinks are very
important. God thinks that rest is very important. While it can be exciting to always be busy
and have fun things to do, it is also super important to relax and rest!)

ASK your Preschooler:

« When Joseph’s dad gave him the colorful coat, did it make his brothers happy or mad?
(Mad)

« Were Joseph’s brothers kind or mean to him? (Mean)

« Years later, when Joseph’s brothers needed food, was Joseph kind or mean to them?
(Kind)
Joseph knew that God wanted him to love and forgive his family. God loves us and wants

us to love our families, too!

From playing to praying together, have fun learning more about God'!

o Take some time to pray together as a family. Pray that each person would recognize that
your family is a gift from God. Pray that each person will choose to be a part of God’s
family by believing in Him. Allow your kids to share any prayer requests that they might
have and allow your kids to pray out loud if they would like to.

o Keep the ball in the air.

o Find a lightweight ball, like a beach ball or balloon. Stand around in a circle and take
turns tapping the ball up in the air and try not to let the ball fall to the ground.
